WHEREAS, one of the primary responsibilities of the City of East Lansing is to
safeguard and promote the health, safety and welfare of student residents, guests and visitors;
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the objectives of Medical Amnesty and Good Samaritan policies are to increase the
likelihood of persons seeking needed medical attention for alcohol poisoning by decreasing
potential consequences for both patient and reporter; and,

WHEREAS, such policies protect persons who require medical attention, as well as
those who summon assistance, from possible policy violations or sanctions that may result;
they also provide persons with the clarity and direction needed in order to make responsible,
life-saving decisions during confusing and stressful situations; and,

WHEREAS, follow-up evaluations and counseling are fundamental components of
any Medical Amnesty and Good Samaritan Policy; it is paramount that such follow-up be
non-punitive so as not to serve as a deterrent to seeking medical attention; and,

WHEREAS, the Associated Students of Michigan State University (ASMSU) has
contributed significantly to advocating for a Medical Amnesty & Good Samaritan Policy;
House Bill 4393 contains a critical provision that satisfies this objective.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of East Lansing

hereby joins ASMSU in support of Medical Amnesty Legislation set forth in Michigan
House of Representatives Bill 4393.

WHEREAS, the East Lansing City Council unanimously adopted a resolution
opposing HB 4770 and 4771 on October 18, 2011; and,

WHEREAS, Governor Rick Snyder signed HB 4770 into law on December 22, 2011,
prohibiting public employers from providing domestic partner or other similar benefits to
their employees; and,

WHEREAS, the diversity of our community makes East Lansing a great place to live,
work, and raise a family; and,

WHEREAS, the City of East Lansing recognizes that respect for diversity is a vital
component of successful economic development and talent retention; and,

WHEREAS, the City of East Lansing provides benefits for “Other Eligible
Individuals™; and,

WHEREAS, PA 297 would prohibit the City of East Lansing from continuing to
offer benefits for “Other Eligible Individuals”;

WHEREAS, the American Civil Liberties Union filed a lawsuit, case 2:12-cv-10038,
Bassett et al v Richard Snyder, alleging that Public Act 297 violates fundamental
constitutional protections, including equal protection of the law and substantive due process
on January 5, 2012; and,

WHEREAS, the lawsuit requests a permanent injunction against the enforcement of
PA 297.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of East Lansing
opposes PA 297 and reaffirms its support for providing benefits to “Other Eligible
Individuals”; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of East Lansing directs the

City Attorney to assist the ACLU in the lawsuit seeking to enjoin the enforcement of PA 297
in any way that is useful to that case, by amicus brief or otherwise; and,
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of East Lansing directs the
City Attorney to cooperate with other public employers challenging the constitutionality of
PA 297 to the extent practicable; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of East Lansing directs the
City Attorney to take other appropriate actions to protect the legality of the City’s “Other
Eligible Individual” benefits policy.

SUBJECT: Submission of NEA Grant for the Great L akes Folk Festival on behalf
of the M SU Museum

The MSU Museum has asked that the City of East Lansing be the submitter for National
Endowment for the Arts (NEA) grant for support of the Great Lakes Folk Festival. This
grant has traditionally been submitted by the Michigan State University Museum (MSUM),
but because the rules for submission have changed, the MSUM can no longer submit more
than one grant application.

The MSUM has requested that the City of East Lansing will pass on the funds as a separate
additional contract. The grant request will be for $50,000, although the expectation is that
the funding will be closer to $40,000.

The MSUM understands that the City may apply for NEA funding in the future, which may
disqualify the City from being the submitter in future years. This request would have to be
re-evaluated each year.

The MSUM s prepared to write the grant in its entirety so it should not cause the City of
East Lansing additional staff time. The grant deadline is the first week of March.

The Lansing Board of Water and Light is currently working through a Department
of Energy grant to further electric car adoption in the region. Part of the grant is for
infrastructure, i.e. charging stations, largely in public areas. The LBWL approached
the City regarding the possibility of installing car charging stations in various spots
in the City and after discussing the situation, two spots emerged as good options:
the downtown parking system and the East Lansing Public Library.

The details on putting the stations in the downtown are still being finaizing. It will
most likely involve a charging station located in one of the City’s parking
structures, which would allow for easy electrical connection. The station at the
library is a clearer picture. After meeting with representatives from the LBWL and
the library onsite, the location of a station in the parking lot was identified and is
shown on the attached drawing. A full service agreement will need to be prepared
and signed by the City, but Staff felt that a discussion with Council at this time was
warranted regarding the potentia project.

There will be no cost to the City, as the station and installation will be funded
entirely through the LBWL’s grant. The Board of Water and Light is strongly
encouraging municipalities to not charge for electric at this time, to alow for the
technology to take hold. For a station at the library that will not be used on a long
term, dailly basis, the costs are expected to be miniscule. The LBWL will be
collecting data from the stations to further refine their electrical service and to give
future customers good data on the costs of charging the cars throughout the day.

To Whom It May Concern:

The Lansing Board of Water and Light, Customer Project and Development’s engineer
Tim Rowden and utility designer Ron Monroe attended an on site meeting with City of
East Lansing’s Tim Schmitt on 12/1/2011. This meeting was scheduled to determine
what the options might be for the BWL to install an Electric Vehicle Supply Equipment
(EVSE), commonly called an electric vehicle charging station, at the East Lansing
Library. The discussion led to the following conclusions:

e The City of East Lansing definitely wants to work with BWL to install an Electric
Vehicle charging station in the East Lansing library parking lot.

e The best location, for a designated electric vehicle parking space, is the first
parking space adjacent to the Handicap parking space, located at the Southeast
end of the public parking lot.

e The charging station should be installed in the green space at the northeast corner
of the parking space.

e The dedicated 240V, 40 amp, underground branch circuit, for the charging
station, should come from the electrical room located in the southwest end of the
building.

e The circuit should be installed under the asphalt along side the curbing for the
service drive then into the green space between the public parking lot and the
service drive.

e The installation can be done either by cutting and trenching followed by lawn
restoration and asphalt patching. Or by directional boring with an access hole in
the pavement of the service drive next to the electrical room and another in the
green space next to the location of the charging station. This will require less lawn
restoration and less asphalt patching. However, the directional boring process can
be more expensive.

NOTE: This installation will be paid for by Lansing Board of Water and Light’s “Electric
Vehicle Community Project” at no cost to the city of East Lansing. However, it will
require someone with the city of East Lansing to sign an EVSE installation contract with
the BWL.

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The City of East Lansing (the “City”) established the East Lansing Brownfield
Redevelopment Authority (the “Authority”) by adoption of a resolution pursuant to the
Brownfield Redevelopment Financing Act, Michigan Public Act 381 of 1996, as
amended (Act 381). The Michigan Department of State, Office of the Great Seal,
acknowledged receipt and filing of the resolution. The City Commission established the
Authority Board and appointed its members. Act 381 authorizes the Authority to
undertake all activities allowed by law. The primary purpose of Act 381 is to encourage
the redevelopment of contaminated, functionally obsolete, or blighted property by
providing economic incentives through tax increment financing for certain eligible
activities.

The Brownfield Plan (the “Plan”) describes qualifying factors that determine “eligible
property” status, such as the conditions that qualify a property as a “facility,”
“functionally obsolete,” and/or “blighted” that make it a brownfield site. The Plan also
describes the new project that will occur. Finally, the Plan describes the method or
methods used to revitalize the site, including the cost of demolition and installing the
infrastructure, and the amount of tax dollars generated by the new development, if any,
that will be used to pay for the revitalization. The Plan, once approved by the local unit
of government and the Authority, acts as a guide for implementation of the project.



2.0 DEFINITIONS AS USED IN THIS PLAN

All terms used in this Brownfield Plan are defined as provided in the following statutes,
as appropriate:

The Brownfield Redevelopment Financing Act, 1996 Mich. Pub. Acts 381, M.C.L. §
125.2651 et seq., as amended.

Part 201 of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 Mich. Pub.
Acts 451, M.C.L. § 324.20101 et seq., as amended.



3.0 BROWNFIELD PROJECT — INTERSTATE PARTNERS, LLC

Interstate Partners Project Description

Interstate Partners LLC, intends to construct a bank and medical offices on the property
after existing structures are demolished. The overall estimated investment for the
development is approximately $6 million. This Plan has been created for the purpose of
facilitating the redevelopment of the property, to allow the Authority to utilize Tax
Increment Financing (TIF) to reimburse the developer for the cost of certain eligible
activities.

B. Basis of Eligibility

Public Act 381 of 1996, as amended, defines “Eligible Property” as “property for which
eligible activities are defined under a brownfield plan that was used or is currently used
for commercial, industrial or residential purposes that is either in a qualified local unit of
government and is a facility, functionally obsolete, or blighted, or is not in a qualified
local unit of government and is a facility, and includes parcels that are adjacent or
contiguous to that property if the development of the adjacent and contiguous parcels is
estimated to increase the captured taxable value of that property. Eligible property
includes, to the extent included in the brownfield plan, personal property located on the
property. Eligible property does not include qualified agricultural property exempt under
Section 7ee of the general property tax act, 1983 PA 206, MCL 211.7ee, from the tax
levied by a local school district for school operating purposes to the extent provided
under Section 1211 of the revised school code, 1976 PA 451, MCL 324.20101.”

The eligible property consists of approximately 6.86 acres located on the southwest
corner of Lake Lansing and Coolidge, City of East Lansing. A legal description of the
property to be included can be found in Appendix A. A Location Map illustrating the
designated eligible properties is provided in Appendix B.

The property has been determined to be an "eligible property" as defined by Act 381
because it meets the definition of “Facility” in accordance with Part 201 per PM
Environmental Phase | ESA dated June 8, 2011 and Phase Il letter report dated
December 9, 2011 (BEA pending lot splits in January 2012).

Since this project involves the redevelopment of contiguous parcels, the entire property
is being defined as “Eligible Property” under this Plan.

3.1 DESCRIPTION OF COSTS TO BE PAID FOR WITH TAX INCREMENT
REVENUES AND SUMMARY OF ELIGIBLE ACTIVITIES (MCL
125.2663(1)(A)(B))



Eligible activities that will be conducted by the City as part of this project include: (1)
Environmental Due Diligence (Phase | ESA; Phase |l ESA; Asbestos Containing
Material (ACM) inspection; Baseline Environmental Assessment (BEA); Due Care Plan);
(2) Building and Site Demolition; (3) Asbestos Abatement; (4) Soil Removal and
Remediation; (5) Infrastructure such as storm water and sewer construction, and (6) site
preparation activities.

Tax increment revenue generated by the development will be captured by the Authority
and used to reimburse the developer for the cost of the eligible activities completed on
the property. The cost of the Eligible Activities is reasonable in light of the resulting
benefit and necessity to facilitate redevelopment. The estimated cost of the eligible
activities is shown in the table below:

The costs listed in the table above are estimated costs and may increase or decrease
depending on the nature and extent of unknown conditions encountered on the



property. If necessary, this Plan may be amended to add or delete eligible activities and
revised the estimated cost of each.

3.2 ESTIMATE OF CAPTURED TAXABLE VALUE AND TAX INCREMENT
REVENUES (MCL 125.2663(1)(C))

Incremental taxes on the real property included in this Plan will be captured. The total
taxable value of real property for 2011 is $0, as the property is tax-exempt. The actual
initial taxable value for determining incremental taxes generated by the redevelopment
will be determined by the City Assessor for the most current assessment role for which
equalization is completed upon adoption of this Plan.

The estimated total taxable value upon completion in 2014 is expected to be $994,085.
The captured incremental taxable value and associated tax increment revenue will be
based on the actual increased taxable value from all taxable improvements on the
property and the actual millage rates levied by the various taxing jurisdictions during
each year of the plan.

The total estimated tax increment revenue captured by Authority is detailed in
Appendix C — Tax Increment Financing Tables.

3.3 METHOD BY WHICH COSTS WILL BE FINANCED (MCL 125.2663(1)(E)

The costs of the plan will be financed privately, by Interstate Partners, LLC.

3.4 DURATION OF BROWNFIELD PLAN (MCL 125.2663(1)(F))

The Plan will remain in effect for as many years as is required to fully complete the
reimbursement of eligible expenses for the project, or 11 years, whichever is less. The
Plan may be amended beyond 11 years should that timeframe be insufficient to
reimburse all eligible activities. Tax capture shall commence in 2013 or within the
allowable timeframe as established by Public Act 381 of 1996, as amended.

3.5 ESTIMATED IMPACT OF TAX INCREMENT FINANCING ON REVENUES OF
