AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 2-253 OF
DIVISION 1 - GENERALLY - OF ARTICLE V - BOARDS
AND COMMISSIONS - OF CHAPTER 2 -
ADMINISTRATION - AND SECTION 42-6 OF ARTICLE |
- IN GENERAL - AND SECTION 42-43 OF DIVISION 1 -

AND ENFORCEMENT- AND SECTIONS 42-214 AND 42-
215 OF ARTICLE IV - FRANCHISE FEES - OF CHAPTER
42 -TELECOMMUNICATIONS - OF CODE OF THE CITY
OF EAST LANSING AND TO REPEAL DIVISION 2 -
CABLE AND TELECOMMUNICATION COMMISSION -
AND SECTIONS 42 -71, 42-72, 42-73 AND 42-74 OF
CHAPTER 42 - TELECOMMUNICATIONS - OF THE
CODE OF THE CITY OF EAST LANSING

THE CITY OF EAST LANSING ORDAINS:

Section 2-253 of Division 1 of Chapter 2 and Section 42-6 of Article | and Section 42-43 of
Division 1 of Article Il and Sections 42-214 and 42-215 of Article IV of Chapter 42 of Code
of the City of East are hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 2-253. Boards and commissions created; number of members.

The following boards and commissions are hereby created, and shall be composed of a

maximum of nine members unless otherwise stated:

(1)
()

Elected officers compensation commission.

Transportation commission.
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(3) Arts commission.

4 Planning commission.

(5) Human relations commission.
(6) Commission on the environment.
(7) Housing commission.

(8) University student commission.
9 Seniors' commission.

(10) Building board of appeals. The membership, powers, and duties of the
building board of appeals shall be as prescribed by chapter 6, article 11.

(11) Zoning board of appeals. The membership, powers and duties of the zoning
board of appeals shall be as prescribed by chapter 50, article 11, division 2.

(12) Historic district commission. The membership, powers, and duties of the
historic district commission shall be as prescribed in chapter 20, article I1.

(23) Parks and recreation advisory commission which shall be composed of seven
members.

(14) Active living for adults (ALFA) advisory commission which shall be
composed of seven members.

Sec. 42-6. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this chapter, shall have the
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a
different meaning:

Act means the Communications Act of 1934, as amended (and specifically as
amended by the Cable Television Consumer Protection and Competition Act of 1992, Public
Law 102-385), and as may be amended from time to time.

Advertising means all matter cablecast for which any money, service, or other
valuable consideration is directly or indirectly paid, exchanged, or promised to, or charged,
or accepted in connection with the presentation of cable services.

Associated equipment means all equipment and services subject to regulation
pursuant to 47 CFR 76.923.

Basic cable service means "basic service" as defined in the FCC rules, and any other
cable television service which is subject to rate regulation by the city pursuant to the Act and
the FCC rules, and shall include, at a minimum, all public, educational, and governmental
programming or channels required to be carried by the city.
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Cable communication system, cable television system, cable system, CATV, or system
shall have that meaning given by section 602(7) of the Act and shall mean a system of
coaxial cables or other signal conductors and equipment used or to be used to originate or
receive television or radio signals directly or indirectly off the air and to transmit them via
cable to subscribers for a fixed or variable fee, including the origination, receipt,
transmission, and distribution of voices, sound signals, pictures, visual images, digital
signals, telemetry, or any other type of closed circuit transmission by means of electrical or
light wave impulses, whether or not directed to originating signals or receiving signals off the
air.

Cable service means all of the services as defined by section 602(6) of the Act which
franchisee has provided or will provide pursuant to the terms of this franchise agreement.

Channel means a portion of the electromagnetic frequency spectrum which is used in
a cable system and which is capable of delivering a "television channel.”

City means the City of East Lansing, Michigan, and all the territory within its
territorial corporate limits.

Customer means any person who for a charge or payment of a fee receives, sends or
uses any signal or service provided, collected or distributed by a private communications
system franchised by the city.

FCC means the Federal Communications Commission.

FCC rules means all rules of the FCC promulgated, from time to time, pursuant to the
Act.

Franchise or franchise agreement means the franchise agreement required under the
Uniform Video Service Local Franchise Act in the standard form published by the MPSC.

Gross revenues means all consideration of any kind or nature, including, without
limitation, cash, credits, property, and in-kind contributions received by the provider from
subscribers for the provision of video service by a video service provider within the
jurisdiction of the city of East Lansing. Gross revenues shall include all of the fees,
compensation, revenue, and commissions described in subsections 6(4), (6) and (7) of the
Uniform Video Services Local Franchise Act.

Local exchange network means the facilities providing access to "basic local
exchange service" within a "local calling area” for the transmission for high-quality two-way
interactive switched voice or data communication within the meaning ascribed by section
102(b) and (I) of the Michigan Telecommunication Act, Public Act No. 179 of 1991 (MCL
484.2101 et seq.).

MPSC means the Michigan Public Service Commission.
Pay-per-view means cable services through an arrangement under which a charge is

made on a per-program or per-diem basis to a subscriber for receiving a television program
or programs or other service not a part of the basic cable service.
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Pay TV means an arrangement under which a channel is offered to subscribers at a
single price per channel.

Person means a natural person, corporation, partnership, limited liability company,
municipal corporation, unit of government, or any other legal entity.

Private telecommunication services means services offered to customers for the
transmission of two-way interactive communication and associated usage.

Private telecommunication system means any wired communications services,
equipment, facilities or network not specifically the public network of a local exchange
carrier or part of a cable system franchised by the city providing high-speed, high-volume
digital, voice and data signals that in any manner is connected with, occupies or uses the
public streets, alleys, public ways, public places, or easements located therein within the
corporate limits of the city, and shall include a private network offering private
telecommunication services and video signals which are not deemed to be "cable service" as
defined by this section.

Producer means a user providing input services to the cable system for receipt by
subscribers.

Public (PEG) channels means channels which are dedicated to the public interest,
according to the following categories:

1) Public access;

@) Education use;

3) Local government purposes; and

4) Local interest programming.

State of the art means a cable system with production facilities, technical
performance, capacity, equipment, components, and service equal to or better than has been
developed and demonstrated to be generally accepted and used in the cable television

industry for comparable areas of equivalent population.

Subscriber means a person or organization whose premises are physically and
lawfully connected to receive any transmission from the system.

Subscriber service drop means each extension wiring from the franchisee's
distribution lines to a subscriber's premises.

Uniform Video Services Local Franchise Act means 2006 PA 480, as amended, being
MCL 484.3301, et seq.

Sec. 42-43. - Prosecution.

Prosecutions under this chapter shall be recommended by the city manager to the city
council, and shall be prosecuted in the name of the city.
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Sec. 42-214. - Reports.

(@) A franchisee shall annually provide the city within 90 days following the close of
its fiscal year, a financial report of the franchise for the preceding fiscal year. The report shall
be based on an outline or chart of accounts following generally accepted accounting
principles and in a form suitable for the city adequately to enforce the franchise. The account
shall also separate revenues allocated on a reasonable basis between the East Lansing
franchise and any other franchises or businesses operated by the franchisee, and in the event
that franchisee is legally authorized to regulate rates, shall separate overhead, personnel, and
other costs on a reasonable basis between the East Lansing franchise and other franchises or
businesses. Each franchisee shall allow the commission to audit those financial and
accounting records necessary to verify those records, reports, or certificates required to be
filed by the franchise agreement or required by the city to enforce the terms of the franchise
agreement, and shall make all of its plans, contracts, and engineering, statistical, and
customer service records relating to its system available for inspection by the city. The due
date for submission of these reports and the contents and format of such other reports as are
necessary or desirable for the city adequately to enforce the franchise shall be determined by
the city manager.

(b) Each franchisee shall also file annually with the city clerk copies of all rules,
regulations, terms, and conditions which it has adopted for the conduct of its business.

Sec. 42-215. - Disbursement of franchise fees.

(@ The annual franchise fees shall be paid into the city's general fund and shall be
disbursed and appropriated by the East Lansing City Council, without restriction, pursuant to
the budget procedure by chapter 10 of the East Lansing City Charter.

(b) The annual city budget shall include a program or activity line for cable TV
expenditures. Amounts appropriated by the city council for the development of the use of
public channels, for production grants to users, the purchase and maintenance of equipment
not required to be provided by the franchisee, and to cover overhead and other expenses with
respect to the regulation of any franchises granted pursuant to this chapter, shall be included
in the program or activity line.

McCaffrey introduced John
Stauffer, LAP Respite Center Executive Director, and Margie Houseman, retiring ALFA
(Active Living for Adults) coordinator.

It was moved by Beard and seconded by Power to authorize the City Manager to sign a five
(5) year agreement with LAP Respite Center for the provision of ALFA Adult Day Services
at the Valley Court Community Center.

Beard said ALFA program has been a source of pride in this community for years and Margie
Houseman will be missed. He said he has highest hopes for the future and the agreement has
covered many bases to achieve continuation of services while providing some relief to the
City budget.

Power thanked McCaffrey and staff for this acceptable agreement and welcomed LAP to East
Lansing.
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Goddeeris said this is a win/win example of regional service cooperation. She commended
the agreement for cost savings to the City while continuing to meet a growing need in the
community.

Ordinance 1281 — 841 Timberlane (University Reformed Church)

SUBJECT

Ordinance 1281, a request from University Reformed Church to conditionally rezone the
property at 841 Timberlane Street from C, Community Facilities, and R-1, Low Density
Single-Family Residential, to RM-14, Low Density Multiple-Family Residential. The
property is approximately 7.77 acres.

EXISTING CONDITIONS

The parcel in question is located on the west side of Timberlane Street, north of
Burcham Drive and adjacent to the Walnut Heights subdivision. It is currently the site of
East Lansing Public School's administration offices and the MSU Community Music
School. The property includes a single building that was previously a church, prior to
being purchased by the East Lansing Public Schools. Parking is located on the site,
adjacent to Timberlane Street.

STAFF REVIEW

The applicant is requesting a conditional rezoning from C, Community Facilities, and R-
1, Low Density Single-Family Residential, to RM-14, Low Density Multiple-Family
Residential, with voluntarily offered conditions. Under the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act
(MZEA), the offered conditions may be more restrictive than the requirements of the
RM-14 district but may not be less restrictive.

If the application for the rezoning is approved, the applicant’s intention is to occupy the
building for use as a church and associated offices, allowing for a transition period while
the MSU School of Music and the East Lansing Public Schools move into new spaces in
the community. The applicant has offered the following conditions of development:

1. The Property is intended for “Religious Use with no residential use.”

2. At such time as the Property is no longer utilized for “Religious Use with no
residential use” purposes, the zoning classification will convert to R-1,
Residential Single Family Use.

3. As discussed at the June 27, 2012 Planning Commission hearing initially URC
will only be using part of the Property for “Religious Use with no residential use”.
During a transition period commencing immediately upon the date of transfer of
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title to URC through July 31, 2013, (“Transition Period”), the Property may
continue to be used in part by East Lansing Public Schools (“ELPS”) and MSU
Community School of Music (“MSU”), as well as URC. Both ELPS and MSU
currently operate under C, community zoning.

If approved, the property would be subject to all other development standards of the
RM-14, Low Density Multiple-Family Residential District regulations of Chapter 50,
Article VI, Division 6, of the City Code, and all other regulations of the City Zoning
Ordinance, Chapter 50 of the Code of the City of East Lansing, and remain subject to all
other state and local requirements for land development.

Section 125.3405 of the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act

A conditional rezoning such as the one offered in this application was not allowed in
Michigan until 2006 when the MZEA was modified (Act 110 of 2006). The language for
a conditional rezoning states the following:
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125.3405 Use and development of land as condition to rezoning.
(1) An owner of land may voluntarily offer in writing, and the local unit of
government may approve, certain use and development of the land as a
condition to a rezoning of the land or an amendment to a zoning map.

(2) In approving the conditions under subsection (1), the local unit of
government may establish a time period during which the conditions apply
to the land. Except for an extension under subsection (4), if the conditions
are not satisfied within the time specified under this subsection, the land
shall revert to its former zoning classification.

(3) The local government shall not add to or alter the conditions approved
under subsection (1) during the time period specified under subsection (2)
of this section.

(4) The time period specified under subsection (2) may be extended upon
the application of the landowner and approval of the local unit of
government.

(5) A local unit of government shall not require a landowner to offer
conditions as a requirement for rezoning. The lack of an offer under
subsection (1) shall not otherwise affect a landowner's rights under this
act, the ordinances of the local unit of government, or any other laws of
this state.

OBJECTIVES OF THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The East Lansing Big Picture Comprehensive Plan calls for School/Park/Recreation
on this site, given the historic use of the property. The use of the property as a church is
similar to the use of the property as a school or school administrative office, as it is an
institutional type use that has less traditional peak hours of operation.

SUMMARY COMMENTS

The proposed change is being requested to allow University Reformed Church to
occupy the building, which currently houses East Lansing Public School’s administration
offices and the MSU Community School of Music. As it is currently zoned, the uses of
the building are extremely limited after the School District moves out of the building. The
change to RM-14 allows the church to request a Special Use Permit (reviewed under a
separate heading) and leaves space for future expansion of the church, allowing them
to grow on site.

After the comments from the previous public hearing, the applicant recognized that a
conditional rezoning agreement would allow them to meet their goals, while giving the
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surrounding neighborhood much more clarity on the use of the property. With that in
mind, they resubmitted their rezoning request, with a conditional rezoning attached,
limiting the use of the property to religious uses, with no residential uses permitted.

After reviewing the revised request, Staff recommends approval of the proposed
ordinance. Staff has provided a sample motion for the Planning Commission to utilize.

This Conditional Rezoning Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made this ___ day of
, 2012, (the “Agreement”) by and between the CITY OF EAST LANSING, a
Michigan municipal corporation, with its offices at City Hall, 410 Abbot Road, East Lansing,
Michigan 48823 (the “City”), and University Reformed Church, with its offices at 4930 S.
Hagadorn Road, East Lansing, Michigan 48823 (the “Owner”).

THE PARTIES RECITE THAT:

WHEREAS, the City is a municipal corporation organized and existing under and
pursuant to the Michigan Home Rules Cities Act, 1909 PA 279, as amended (codified at MCL
117.1 et seq;), and exercising all of the powers provided for therein and pursuant to East Lansing
City Charter, adopted July 11, 1944, and as subsequently amended; and

WHEREAS, the Owner is a Domestic Nonprofit Corporation seeking to use the property
for religious use only with no residential use; and

WHEREAS, the Owner controls certain parcels of real property located within the City
of East Lansing at 841 Timberlane Street (as specifically listed and legally described in this
ordinance/agreement) (the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, under and pursuant to Section 405 of the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act,
2008 PA 110, as amended (codified at MCL 125.3405 et seq;) and Ordinance No. 1252 of the

City of East Lansing, certain conditions voluntarily offered by the owner of land, including an



agreement between the City and the Owner, may become a condition of rezoning of the Property;
and

WHEREAS, on May 28, 2012 the owner of the Property submitted a rezoning
application for the property with a site plan (attached as EXHIBIT A), from C, Community
Facilities and R-1, Low Density Single Family Residential, to RM-14, Low Density Multiple
Family Residential District; and

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission on June 27, 2012 held a Public Hearing on
the Rezoning Application; and

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission on June 27, 2012 heard considerable
negative public comment concerning the potential for future Multiple-Family housing
development possible under the requested zoning district; and

WHEREAS, the Owner on July 20, 2012 based on the public input offered to condition
the rezoning request, voluntarily offering, in writing, certain conditions to rezone the property
from C, Community Facilities and R-1, Low Density Single Family Residential, to RM-14, Low
Density Multiple Family Residential District and is offering conditions as set forth in this
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on July 11, 2012 the Planning Commission voted approval of the amended
request for Conditional Rezoning based upon this Agreement and the attached exhibits; and

WHEREAS, the City Council on , 2012 voted to approve the request for
Conditional Rezoning and adopted Ordinance No. 1281 based upon the conditions set forth in
this Agreement and the attached exhibits;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and the mutual promises

hereinafter set forth, the City and the Property Owner agree as follows:



1) THE DEVELOPMENT PROJECT

Project Definition. The Owner agrees to occupy the building and land for religious use
only, with no residential use. All other permitted uses in Section 50-401 are prohibited,
except during a transition period commencing immediately upon the date of transfer of
title to URC through July 31, 2013, (“Transition Period”), the Property may continue to
be used in part by East Lansing Public Schools (“ELPS”) and MSU Community School
of Music (“MSU”), as well as URC. Both ELPS and MSU currently operate under C,
community zoning.

Zoning Use District Regulations. Except as modified herein, the zoning use district
regulations for the Property shall be the, RM-14, Low Density Multiple Family
Residential District, Chapter 50, Article V, Division 3, of the City Code and the Property
shall remain subject to all other district use and development standards, and all other
regulations of the City Zoning Ordinance, Chapter 50 of the Code of the City of East
Lansing, and shall remain subject to all other state and local requirements for land
development.

Compliance with Conditions.

Upon the Owner commencing the use upon the property subject to this Agreement, the
Property Owner and its successors or assigns shall continuously operate and maintain the
Property or use in compliance with all of the conditions set forth in this Agreement. Any
failure to comply with a condition contained herein shall constitute a violation of the East
Lansing zoning ordinance and be punishable accordingly against the owner of the
property. Additionally, any such violation shall be deemed a nuisance per se and subject

to judicial abatement as provided by law.



2) TIMING.
The City and the Owner agree that the following approvals and activities are conditions to
this Agreement:
a) If, except as otherwise specified herein, the use of the Property for religious use , once
commenced pursuant to the terms of this agreement, ceases for more than 30 days after an
order to correct has been issued by the planning and zoning official or his or her designee,
the Property will revert to R-1, Low Density Single Family Residential District.
b) The Owner obtains special use permit approval for the use of the Property as a Church
within twelve (12) months of approval of this Agreement by the City and before any use as
a Church is commenced.
3) CITY RIGHT TO REZONE. Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to prohibit the
City from rezoning all or any portion of the Property which is subject to this Agreement to
another zoning classification. Any rezoning shall be conducted in compliance with the City’s
zoning ordinance — Chapter 50 — of the East Lansing City Code and the Michigan Zoning
Enabling Act, MCL 125.3405, et seq.; provided, however, that the City shall not rezone the
property with a different zoning classification during the time period for commencement of the
approved use as specified in Paragraph 2 above.
4) ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement and the instruments which are to be executed in
accordance with the requirements hereof set forth all of the covenants, agreements, stipulations,
promises, conditions and understandings between the City, and the Owner concerning the
Property as of the date hereof, and there are no covenants, agreements, stipulations, promises,

conditions or understandings, either oral or written, between them other than as set forth herein.



5) RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the City, and the Owner shall
be defined solely by the expressed terms of this Agreement, including the implementing
documents described or contemplated herein, and neither the cooperation of the parties
hereunder nor anything expressly or implicitly contained herein shall be deemed or construed to
create a partnership, limited or general, or joint venture between the City and the Owner, nor
shall any party or their agent be deemed to be the agent or employee of any other party to this
Agreement.

6) MODIFICATION. This Agreement can be modified or amended only by a written
instrument expressly referring hereto and executed by the City and the Owner.

7) MICHIGAN LAW TO CONTROL. This Agreement and the rights and obligations of the
parties hereunder shall be construed in accordance with Michigan law.

8) DUE AUTHORIZATION. The City and the Owner each warrant and represent to the other
that this Agreement and the terms and condition thereof have been duly authorized and approved
by, in the case of the City, its City Council and all other governmental agencies whose approval
may be required as a precondition to the effectiveness hereof, in the case of the Authority by its
members and all other applicable governmental agencies, and as to the Owner, by the members
thereof, and that the persons who have executed this Agreement below have been duly
authorized to do so. The parties hereto agree to provide such opinions of counsel as to the due
authorization and binding effect of this Agreement and the collateral documents contemplated
hereby as the other party shall reasonably request.

9) ASSIGNMENT. Itis understood and agreed that the Owner may assign all or a portion of its

rights and duties hereunder to one or more entities.



10) NO PERSONAL LIABILITY. The obligations hereunder of the City and the Owner shall
constitute solely the obligations of the respective entities to be satisfied solely from their
respective assets, and no officer, agent, employee or partner of any of said entities shall have any
personal obligation responsibility or liability for the performance of the terms of this Agreement.
11) RECORDING. The approved conditions of rezoning set forth in this ordinance, or an
affidavit or memorandum giving notice thereof, shall be filed by the City Zoning Administrator

with the Ingham County Register of Deeds.
